We want your hide! Well, deer hide that is! The archery and crossbow

season begins on Saturday, September 15, 2018 and ends on January 6,
2019. This upcoming hunting season will be the 31st year that the
Wisconsin Lions Foundation (WLF) will be collecting deer hides. As you
may recall last year, the WLF set the goal of collecting more deer hides to
meet the One Million Dollar mark in the 30th year of collecting hides.
Lions don’t just meet the mark, they exceed it and that is exactly what
they did. 10,667 deer hides were collected and sold in 2017, which was
the highest amount in the history of the collection.

There are three sizes to choose
from—1 1x’1 7 '8%” x 1 4afid 8%" x 11.

The deer hide collection is the biggest fundraiser for the WLF. The
buyer gives us a better price due to the volume of hides. Plus, he
loves Lions Camp and does it for the kids!
